    ACCoA Meeting Minutes 

Monday, August 23, 2010

President, Linda Haley, called the meeting to order at 1:02 pm.  She asked that all participants introduce themselves to the group and explain their affiliation.  

The July 26, 2010 meeting minutes were approved with the addition “to the County this month” in the third paragraph.  The sentence should read:  Treasurer, Linda Aluise, reported that the grant request to Arapahoe County was turned in to the County this month.
Treasurer, Linda Aluise, reported that we have begun receiving checks for the reservation of exhibitor’s tables for Senior Resource Day and the financial status looks good.
President, Linda Haley told the group that an ACCOA Board meeting has been scheduled for September 13th to make sure that things are set up for the last few months of the year and that we accomplish our goals. She said that last Friday she had represented ACCOA in the DRCOG panel discussing the different ways that input has been obtained for the Funding Committee.  In the past the County Councils participated in the review of the applications and the discussion was on that and the different ways the Councils could participate without actually reviewing all the applications.  
Committee Reports

Advocacy/Legislative – Bob Epstein  

Bob updated the group on the senior lobby activities before the legislative session begins.  They are meeting about twice a month.  There are two major bills that that they are following: number 1384, Colorado Old Age Pension and 1019, Handicapped Parking and its enforcement.  He stated that the amount of the state deficit does not look good at this time and discussed the importance of defeating initiatives 101, 60 and 61 in the upcoming election.
Community Awareness – Barb Lotze/Sharon Hill/Sheila Woodcock

After thanking the group for their donations to the VA Home, Sharon asked for ideas for future possible donations or other community awareness activities.
Eastern Plains Committee – Archie Jaramillo & Kathy Reid
The Eastern Plains group was unable to attend the meeting.
Programs –Betty Mergl & Hugh Hilleary

Hugh distributed a listing of the scheduled programs for the rest of the year and mentioned that next month Sam Mamet, Executive Director of the Colorado Municipal League, will be discussing the effects on governmental entities of Initiatives 101, 60 and 61.  He also asked for suggestions for programs for the coming year
Public Safety – JD Wystra
JD discussed a “grandson” who had scammed his “grandmother” out of one thousand dollars. The call was from Canada and is an ongoing scam, not from her actual grandson.  He reminded us of the importance of Power of Attorney issuance and the necessity of being careful about what they were issued for and to whom. He also brought up the question of abandonment of the elderly and asked what we are supposed to do with undocumented/illegal elderly persons who need to be in a nursing home.
Special Events – Kathy Turley  

Kathy was unable to attend the meeting.  Cheryl updated the group on the number of tables that had been reserved for Senior Resource Day and said that she had extended the Early Bird Registration to August 31st.  She mentioned that vendors could pick up a form or download it from the website and asked for help in locating activity agencies that might be a good addition to the event.  Linda Aluise brought Senior Day flyers for distribution.
DRCOG Advisory Committee on Aging – Cathy Noon, Joe Halpern, Michelle Clopton 

Joe said that the last meeting had been taken up primarily by various agencies wanting more involvement in funding activities and others not wanting so much involvement.  He said that Chandra had suggested putting out a summary report on all of the proposals to be distributed to the various County Councils and Commissions prior to decisions being made.  Cathy talked about candidate forums for seniors.  There will be more information in September.

Mason Finks talked about an event to be presented by: FINRA, The Guardianship Alliance, District Attorney, 18th Judicial District, and Douglas County.  The program will be about decisions regarding life, family and safety planning for senior adults and their loved ones.
