Linda Aluise estimated that approximately 100 people attended the event at Goodson and about 200 to 250 at The Buck Center.  This was the first year it had been held at Goodson and approximately the tenth year at Buck.

Advocacy/Legislative – Bob Epstein  

Bob said that the active legislative session is over but that bills are still being worked on or being sent to the Governor for signing.

Barb explained that all food donated during this quarter will be delivered to the Strasburg food bank following the Joint Meeting in June.
Eastern Plains Committee – Hugh E. Johnson
Hugh had no new news but said that they are looking forward to hosting the Joint Meeting next month.

Betty announced the program for the day.  Hugh discussed the June meeting and reminded everyone that it takes 45 minutes to 1 hour to get to Byers.  Directions to the Byers American Legion will be included in the June meeting announcement.  There will be a light luncheon prior to the program which will be presented by Tracey MacDonald, Statewide Planning Manager, Colorado Department of Transportation.
Public Safety – JD Wystra

Special Events – Kathy Turley  

Kathy was unable to attend the meeting.  Linda Aluise announced that the “Save the Date” cards for Senior Resource Day are available.  She stressed the difference between the “vendor” cards for the professionals and the “attendee” cards that can be set out at various venues and asked members to take cards and distribute them.
DRCOG Advisory Committee on Aging – Cathy Noon, Joe Halpern, Michelle Clopton    

Joe said the money that we usually get for the year is secure for the coming year.  There is a slight change in that the Denver metro area senior population has grown faster than other areas and we may get an additional one hundred thousand dollars.  There are a number of special grants that are being applied for, some of which are not dedicated to seniors, so they are expanding their focus.  Emphasis is on evidence based programs.  The 2011 Jefferson County Summit on Aging is scheduled for June 28th.  DRCOG is contributing $2,000 to each Council on Aging this year.  
New Business:  
Cathy Noon spoke about the Centennial Senior Commission and the application process.  She said the applications are due back on June 1st.  She has spoken to the Centennial Rotary Club about ACCOA and has materials from DRCOG and Arapahoe County that she could share to be used by other speakers for other venues or service groups.  
Mason suggested that we might form a speakers group and some training relative to the “spread the word about ACCOA” program.  Sheila mentioned that she has many brochures available for distribution if anyone would care to distribute them to churches, etc.
