Advocacy/Legislative – Bob Epstein  
Bob said the Sr. Lobby is meeting with legislators even though the Legislature won’t be in session until January.  He told about state the financial problems, the fact that we are not meeting the needs of the state and that something will have to be done about revenue generation.  
Community Awareness – Barb Lotze, Sheila Woodcock 
Barb explained the purpose of the committee.  She explained the monthly collection process and the holiday gift giving program to provide gifts for Adult Protective Services people.  This is our final outreach of the year and the gifts will be collected at the November meeting for later distribution.

Special Events – Kathy Turley  
Kathy was unable to attend the meeting. Linda Aluise described the success of Senior Resource Day which had over 500 attendees.  Barb said that our speaker, Cile Chavez, had given her a list of her quotes if anyone is interested in having them
DRCOG Advisory Committee on Aging – Cathy Noon, Joe Halpern, Michelle Clopton 
Cathy informed the group that DRCOG had contributed an extra $37,000 to caregiver services and about $48,000 extra for transportation use.  The Network of Care will have a new look within the next 4 - 6 weeks after it has been upgraded.  Nicole Hartog has replaced Chandra in having responsibility for making changes or corrections to the website.  Although the volunteer ombudsman program has been cancelled, DRCOG wants to reassure everyone that there are nine full-time certified ombudsmen in the Ombudsman Program.  The committee had the transportation advisors from each of the counties do presentation. It was identified that more cross-county transportation is needed.  Funding is now done on a two year cycle rather than every year, which should be helpful in developing new programs.
New Business:   
Sheila Woodcock presented the Nominating Committee information for herself and Hugh Hilleary.  She explained that we will need someone to replace Linda Aluise as treasurer. Most officers and committee chairs will remain for another year.
